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Abstract: Humans understand the world in terms of models. Using
models we classify information, extract correlations, and shape it
into a form that we can comprehend. We then use pictures and
symbols to record it and further analyze it. Using simple
mathematics on laptop computers it is now possible to solve many
Interesting scientific problems and to analyze social and economic
systems. In this talk we discuss the philosophy of models and their
miraculous effectiveness, and finally we discuss a collaboration
with a Tunisian mathematician to solve problem in fundamental
mathematics.
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
